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Asked: Did that wishlist indicate that access to Views has been enhanced in 2011 or has not been completed yet?
Answered: Orange color indicates included in 2011. So #7 hasn't made it, yet.

Asked: A question for later: the extension manager uses a txt file to keep track of the installed extensions (among other things); does it still uses the txt format or maybe something changed there too (instead of txt maybe xml or even something more elaborate)?
Answered: do you mean Revit.ini file? If so, 2011 has so-called addin manifest. It's xml based.

Asked: what's the difference between "Failure" and Exception?
Answered: Failure is something that Revit handles as unwanted condition and gives as error or a warning, such as overlapping walls. Exception is a problem with programming side.

Asked: can the view be set so that only the Analysis Visualization is visible?
Answered: i guess you could hide elements, but probably at least the element hosting the analysis results must remain ...

Asked: the export to ifc, is this into a file, or into memory?
Answered: it is to the file.

Asked: Are there any issues with .net 4.0 and Revit 2011?
Answered: not really, but we did see an issue with debugging with Visual Studio 2010 ... it is on the blog.
